Answer to last month’s mystery landmark:   
This monument is found on the triangle at Finley and Oak 
Streets.  The monument and land were donated by the Cerino 
family, owners of a grocery store 
across from the triangle, where 

Coldwell Banker is today. The family stipulated in 
the deed that the green is to be used for the pur-
pose of containing a flag pole and flag or suitable 
war memorial or both. The photo to the right 
shows the triangle in 1909. 

Did you know . . . ?   
Due to the topography and agrarian nature of Bernards Town-
ship, mills were commonplace here in the 1880’s.  A variety of 
mills dotted the Passaic River and its tributary ponds. This 
circa 1880 photo shows Osbourne’s Saw Mill on Osbourne’s 
Pond, located on present day Madisonville Road, south of the 
Verizon complex.  Ponds were dammed in order to create con-
sistent water pressure to work the site all year long.
