SUBJECT: Bernards Township Residences and Population

This updates my memorandum dated January 1, 2009, same subject. During 1% Qtr. 2009, there were 2
new home Certificates of Occupancy (CO’s) and 1 Building Permit (BP). This compares with 3 CO’s and 2
BP’s for this period of 2008. For year 2008, there were 12 CO’s and 13 BP's for new homes issued.
During 2007, there were 12 CO'’s and 16 BP's issued for new homes. By comparison, in 2006 there was a
net increase of 20 CO’s for new homes and 16 BP's for new homes. New home construction has declined
each year for a decade. There were 27% fewer new permits for home alterations than in 19 Qtr. 2008.

In the 1% Qtr. 2009, births were down 15% from this period 2008. In 2008, births were the least in 20
years - down 38% from the 1999 - 2001 peak. This downward trend continues in 2009 - with Bernards
births down 6%. Births to residents of The Hills were the least in 12 years, down 62% from their 2000-
2002 peak years. They were down 15% during 1 Qtr. 2009. At peak, 34% of total township births (125 of
367) were to residents of The Hills. For the past three years, 19% to 21% of township births were to The
Hills residents. During the past 6 years, births to The Hills residences decreased from the highest to the
least of the four Neighborhood School Districts.

At end of March 2009, there were 10,309 residences in Bernards Township, including 622 senior
housing/assisted living. There are 84 residences approved but not yet built, with 27 of these under
construction. These, plus Applications Pending, Preliminary Approvals, and Potential Building Sites, total
254, yielding a “build-out” total of about 10,560 residences (including 642 senior citizen units). This peak
most probably will not occur until after 2020. Residences are divided between single family (54%) and
multi-family (46%) homes. There were no townhouses or condos in Bernards Township prior to 1983.
Public school students reside in 37% of homes. Of Bernards households, 60% have no children (school
age or pre-school).

Each year since 2002, numbers of home sales have diminished. In 2002, there were 106 new homes and
788 re-sales (894 total). In 2003 sales reduced slightly to 880; however, by 2006 sales totaled 518, down
42% from 2003. During 2007, sales were down 44% from 2002. This downward trend continued - 2008
was 12% below 2007. In the 1* Qtr. 2009, home sales are 15% below 1% Qtr. 2008. Townhouses and
condos are 46% of homes but account for almost 60% of sales during this housing market downturn.

Sale of new homes and single family homes of seniors and recent “empty nesters” add about 1.7 public
school children each and 0.4 pre-school age children per home. Other homes add few school children -
averaging about 0.1 additional public school children and 0.2 pre-school children per sale. On average,
resale by other out-migrating families is to a replacement family of similar composition.

The population is 27,894 persons. A peak population of about 28,000 persons is anticipated by 2010. At
end of 1* Qtr. 2009, there were 8,007 Bernards youth (28.7% of population). Of the youth, 5,651 (70.6%)
(11 from other school districts) were attending public schools, 37 sent to other school districts for the
handicapped, 5 to other districts/schools for alternative programs, 563 (7.0%) were in private schools, and
1,751 (21.9%) were pre-school children. At the youth peak in 1971, they comprised 38% of population.
By 1986 their numbers reduced to 19% of population. Youth population peaked in 2006 and numbers of
public school children are projected to peak during 2009. Barring unforseen events, enroliment in the
lower grades (Grades K - 5) have peaked. Enroliment in Wm. Annin School should peak about ‘10 - ‘11.
Ridge High enroliment is projected to peak about 2015. Students of Asian descent now comprise 16.6%
of public school students and 43.5% of students at Mt. Prospect School. There are 45 (up from 42 in
2007) native languages spoken in the homes of Bernards public school students, with English being the
principal language in 90% of homes.




Table 1 lists residences, the percent single and multiple family for the 19 years 1990-2008, and additions
through March 2009. Note: To accommodate space, years 1995 - 2001 are not shown.

Table 2 summarizes the housing stock as near term, approvals, recently constructed, under construction,
and potential (vacant land analysis).

Table 3 provides a summary of housing in The Hills (location, acreage, numbers by type, category, etc.).

Table 4 lists townhouses, carriage homes, condos, & duplex complexes (location; numbers; construction
start and end dates). These homes were begun in 1983 and completed in 2006.

Table 5 tabulates authorized and completed residences by Major Developments and Remainder of
Bernards.

Table 6 provides a Demographic Summary in five year increments from 1970 to 2010.
Graph 1 is a line-chart of township residences from 1970 with projections through 2013.

Graph 2 compares residences completed in The Hills, other major developments, and remainder of
township housing (1980 - 2013). Significant growth in numbers of residences ended in 2002.

Graph 3 is a bar chart of township residences from 1980 with projections through 2013, delineating Major
Developments and Remainder of Bernards. Largest growth was in Major Developments.

Graph 4 shows home sales 2002 - 2008. Annual sales have reduced each year since 2002.

Graph 5 is a bar chart of Building Permit Activity 2004 through 2008. Note the 2008 sharp drop in all
permits following several years of significant annual increase.

Graph 6 displays residences, adults, and youth from 1970 to 2013. Pre-school population has reduced
since 2003 and all youth peaked in the years 2004 - 2006.

Graph 7 shows births in Bernards (1970 - 2013) which peaked in 1999 and 2001. Births have reduced
each year since the peak and were the lowest in 20 years during 2008.

Graph 8 is a bar chart of births in Bernards’ Neighborhood School Districts, 1999 through 2008.

Graph 9 displays persons 18 years old or younger (1970 - 2013) whose numbers peak in 2004 and 2006.

Graph 10 summarizes total population (1970 - 2013) which is projected to peak around 2009-2010.

Graph 11 displays township population age distribution (1970 - 2008). Median age continues increasing.

Graph 12 provides township % population by age (1970 -2008), displaying the % >35 yrs old increasing.

Graph 13 shows percent of population by race. Since 1980 there has been a significant percentage
decrease in the White population and a corresponding increasing Asian population.

Graph 14 displays Pre-School & Grades K - 5, 6 - 8, and 9-12 (1970 - 2013). Pre-School and Grades K -
5 have peaked.

Graph 15 shows impact of Private Schools on Public School enroliments (1997 - 2008). 7.0% of school
age children are in Private Schools, down from 77% in 2001.

Graphs 16 - 17 display percent of students in each ethnic group for the district's six schools, showing
16.6% of Public School Students and 43.5% of Mt. Prospect School students are of Asian descent.

Graphs 18 - 19 show 60% of households have no children and 46% of population not associated
with schools (public or private).
