ORDINANCE #2032
An Ordinance to Amend Section 10-1, “Park Regulations” of Chapter X, “Municipal Parks, Playgrounds and Pools” of The Revised General Ordinances of the Township of Bernards 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of Bernards in the County of Somerset that Subsection 10-1.1, “Rules and Regulations for Use of Municipal Parks and Open Space” of Section 10-1, “Park Regulations” of Chapter X, “Municipal Parks, Playgrounds and Pools” of the Revised General Ordinances of the Township of Bernards be amended as follows:  deleted text [in brackets and strikethrough] and new text in double underlined:

§ 10-1.1.  Rules and Regulations for Use of Municipal Parks and Open Space.   

The following rules and regulations shall govern the use of municipal parks and open space:  

a. All parks and open space shall open at sunrise and close at sunset, with the exceptions permitted in Paragraphs b, c and t of this subsection.   

b. The paddle tennis courts at Pleasant Valley Park shall be open only to paddle tennis players until 11:00 p.m.   

c. Ice skating shall be permitted only in designated areas when a green flag is flying and only until 11:00 p.m.   

d. All motorized vehicles, including mopeds, shall be restricted only to roadways and parking lots and nowhere else.   

e. The speed limit on roadways shall be 10 miles per hour.  

f. Horses, camels, elephants or any other circus animals shall be prohibited. Farm animals will be allowed on designated sites, upon submittal of application to and approval by the Recreation Department, and based on guidelines promulgated by the Department and approved by resolution of the Township Committee.  

g. All dogs shall be leashed except within the dog run at the War Memorial Athletic Complex. All dogs are to be curbed.   

h. The discharge of firearms and explosives shall be prohibited at all times except as authorized by resolution of the Township Committee for purposes of wildlife management. (Ord. #1582, 9-24-2002, amended)  

i. The shooting of bow and arrows and the setting of animal traps shall be prohibited at all times except as authorized by resolution of the Township Committee for purposes of wildlife management. (Ord. #1582, 9-24-2002, amended)  

j. All litter shall be placed in trash receptacles. All recyclables shall be placed in marked receptacles.   

k. Repair, cleaning or polishing of motor vehicles is prohibited.

l. Disposal of solid waste as defined in Subsection 18-7.1 into any park refuse container is prohibited except for solid waste generated by the customary use of park facilities.
m. Pursuant to Subsection 4-2.11, solicitation is prohibited except in accordance with Subsection 4-2.7 f and h. (Ord. #1876, 6-13-2006, amended)  

n. Parking is permitted only in designated areas.   

o. Hitting of golf balls is prohibited.   

p. Tossing of eggs is prohibited.   

q. Mechanical rides are prohibited.   

r. Inflatable events will be allowed on designated sites upon submittal of application to and approval by the Recreation Department, and deemed to be in compliance with guidelines for use of inflatables as promulgated by the Recreation Department and approved by resolution of the Township Committee.   

s. Bonfires are prohibited.  

t. Athletic field lights at Mountain Park are controlled and scheduled by the Recreation Department.  Lights are permitted as follows, unless permission is obtained through a Special Event Permit:

a. Sundays – no later than 9:00 PM

b. Fridays and Saturdays – no later than 10:00PM

c. Mondays through Thursdays when school is in session – no later than 9:00PM
d. Mondays through Thursdays when school is not in session – no later than 10:00PM
u. Tennis courts and basketball courts are for their named purposes only.  Skateboards, rollerblades, bicycles and other sports activities (including but not limited to soccer, lacrosse and football) are not permitted on the courts.
v. The roller hockey rink is to be used for roller sports and activities only.  Other sports activities (including but not limited to soccer, lacrosse and football) are not permitted on the court.

Explanatory Statement

This revision will establish a written policy governing the use of the Mountain Park Athletic Field lights.  The amendment is in line with the Lease Agreement the Township holds with Basking Ridge Little League for the lighted fields on Valley Road.  This policy will be followed at all times except when permitted by special use permit for tournaments or special events.
Signs are currently posted at all tennis courts prohibiting the use of skateboards, rollerblades and bicycles on the courts.  Using the tennis courts for any other purpose besides tennis can not only damage the court, but takes away the opportunity for tennis on the tennis courts.  We are experiencing a similar problem with the basketball courts in that soccer games and other activities are being organized on the courts taking the courts away from those looking to play basketball.  Paragraph u. will formalize our current policy.
The rules and regulations in this ordinance are a great reminder to all park users:  parking is permitted only in designated lots and not on park roads; motor vehicles of any kind are not allowed on bike/pedestrian paths; the speed limit on all park roads is 10 miles per hour; all dogs must be leashed except within the dog run at War Memorial; all litter and recyclables should be placed in the proper marked containers; park dumpsters are for park refuse only, not household generated trash; parks without field/court lights close at dusk, there are no overnight activities permitted; horses are prohibited.  All of the above mentioned are the rules and regulations we most commonly must remind users about.
On Monday, August 4, 2008 the Recreation Parks & Pathways Advisory Committee voted in favor of these proposed amendments with the addition of amendment of paragraph v., due to a similar concern with the roller hockey rink not available for roller sports when other activities are being conducted on the courts
