VI. COMMUNITY FACILITIES PLAN DRAFT

INTRODUCTION

The adequacy and realized expectation of community services such as schools and
municipal facilities are important components of the quality of life in a community.
The Community Facilities Element provides an evaluation of the public service and
facility needs of Bernards Township, such as schools, fire protection, police, first aid
and the library. The plan evaluates municipal resources, existing service levels and
potential deficiencies and considers future community facilities and service needs
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STATUTORY AUTHORIZATION

This section of the Master Plan was prepared in accordance with the Municipal Land
Use Law, N.J.S.A. 40:55D-28b:

(6) A community facilities plan element showing the existing and proposed
location and type of educational or cultural facilities, historic sites, libraries,
hospitals, firehouses, police stations and other related facilities, including
their relation to the surrounding areas;

COMMUNITY FACILITIES/INFRASTRUCTURE OBJECTIVES

1. Community facilities should be planned to accommodate anticipated future
population growth, in terms of numbers of persons and anticipated age cohorts.

2. The Township's capital improvement program should assure that community
facilities and infrastructure are available when appropriate.

3. The Township's capital improvement program relating to roads and drainage
should be coordinated with the funding of off-tract improvements by developers.

4. To the maximum extent practical and legal, all future development should pay its
proportionate share of any required off-tract improvements for community
facilities and infrastructure.

5. Future development should be designed to reduce
stormwater runoff to protect existing and future
residents against flooding.

6. Township design standards for infrastructure
improvements, both private and public, should
include considerations for minimizing future
maintenance costs.

9. Maintain the high quality of municipal services
enjoyed by residents.
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10. Maintain appropriate emergency services for Township residents.

MUNICIPAL SERVICES

Township Services

Bernards Township employees are located in five separate buildings. The
Administrative and Police Headquarters are located on the municipal campus off
Collyer Lane, the Health Department off South Finley Avenue, and the Engineering
Services Building and the Library off South Maple Avenue as shown in Figure VI-1.

The Administrative offices are located in the former Astor residence, which has been
extensively renovated and expanded in recent years. This building houses the
following ten municipal departments/functions:

e Township Administration

e Municipal Clerk

e Human Resources

e Information Technology

e Finance

e Municipal Court

e Parks, Recreation, Pool, Golf and Grounds
e Tax Collector

e Tax Assessor

e Purchasing

In 1990, the Police Department moved from municipal hall to a newly constructed
12,000 square foot headquarters adjacent to the Astor Building. The Engineering
Services Building, which includes the Construction Code and Public Works
Maintenance on the first floor and the Engineering, Planning, Fire prevention and
Public Works departments on the second floor, is located off South Maple Avenue
across from the Somerset County Riding Stable. The Township Health Department
is located in the former Hendershot House adjacent to Ridge High School off South
Finley Avenue and the Community Service Department is located in the former
Public Works garage off Stonehouse Road. The Bernards Township Sewerage
Authority is located on Martinsville Road.

The Township Library is located on South Maple Avenue and Lindbergh Lane in the
Basking Ridge Village. The library was expanded by 10,000 square feet in 1999 and
now has a total of 25,000 square feet. The Township Community Center is located
off South Maple Avenue adjacent to the Engineering Services Building.

Additional township buildings include the Community Center on South Maple
Avenue, the Community Service building on Stonehouse Road, the Brick Academy
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on West Oak Street, the Lyons Train Station building and the Kennedy-Martin-Stelle
Farmhouse off of King George Road.

Township Employees

The Township has a total of 191.5 permanent employees as shown in Table VI-1.
The number of employees has increased by 9 from 2002 to 2008. In addition, the
township utilizes part-time seasonal staff for summer recreation programs, and
pool and golf operations and full-time seasonal employees are hired for Public
Works and Grounds projects during the summer months. Interns have also been
utilized for various township projects during the summer months. In 2008, the
seasonal staff numbered over 225 employees.

FUTURE NEEDS

Since the Police, Planning and Engineering departments have moved to adequate
sized buildings, there is space available in the Astor Building to accommodate the
remaining administrative offices.
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Information System (GIS) to catalogue and analyze information such as roads,

environmental resources and land use will aid in efficiency in filing and spatial

needs.

FIRE SERVICES

Bernards Township is well served by two volunteer fire companies, Basking Ridge
and Liberty Corner. The Basking Ridge Fire Company serves the northern section of
the Township, specifically the area north of Mt. Airy Road and Lake Road. The
Liberty Corner Fire Company serves the remainder of the Township. The Veterans
Administration Hospital Fire Department is available as back up to all Somerset
County municipalities including Bernards Township. The Township provides
partial operating and sinking funds for capital equipment to the fire companies, the
remainder of their budgets comes from donations.

As with most volunteer fire companies in New Jersey, recruitment and retention
remain the most serious problems. Traditionally, volunteers were long-term
residents with local jobs, capable of responding to calls. In recent years, the pool of
potential volunteers has shrunk drastically. The Township should continue to
explore options to promote the continuation and expansion of volunteer rolls.

Basking Ridge Fire Company No. 1

The Basking Ridge Fire Company No. 1 has 60 members of which 25 are active

firefighters. Currently, the fire company has no junior members. The company
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Company responded to over 200 calls in 2001.

Liberty Corner Fire Company

The Liberty Corner Fire Company consists of 45 active members and 3 junior
members. The Company is housed in a seventeen-year-old building, which should
i ARG OEA #1 dteBmispatkdedds. | ThelC@mpany currently has two Class
A pumpers, one rescue truck and one command/chief vehicle. During 2009, the
Company expects to take delivery of a new Class A pumper, which will replace one
of the Class A pumpers noted above, and a 100" Aerial Platform Ladder Truck. The
population of the Liberty Corner section of Bernards Township has increased
dramatically in the past 10 years. Therefore, the recruitment and retention of
volunteers continues to be a top priority for the Fire Company. The call volume has
averaged 368 calls a year for the past four years, with an increase in structure fires
in 2006 and 2005.
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FIRST AID SERVICES

Two volunteer first aid squads serve Bernards Township, the Basking Ridge Fire
Company, which serves as the first aid squad for the northern section of the
Township and the Liberty Corner First Aid Squad, which serves the remainder of the
Township. The Township provides operating and capital funds to both squads, and
the remainder of their budget comes from donations. A number of Township
employees, including police officers, are also trained as EMTs. These employees
may respond to calls during daytime hours when other volunteers are unavailable,
although this is not their primary responsibility. Township police officers (both
EMT and non-EMT) are also trained to handle life-threatening situations and are
frequently the first responders to EMS calls where they provide care until the squad
arrives. Both squads provide and receive assistance from neighboring first aid
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Medical Center has begun operation of an EMS service to respond to calls within the
Center. Previously the Liberty Corner First Aid Squad had to respond to these calls.

Basking Ridge

A member of the Basking Ridge Fire Company is also a member of the first aid
squad. Hf x AOAOh OEAOA AOA ¢m DPAT BPI A xEI
respond to calls for basic life support. Three of the 20 people are junior members,
under 18 years of age. The squad responded to over 700 calls in 2001. The First Aid
Squad has been in its current building for approximately 17 years. The structure is
also used as a shelter in emergencies. The squad maintains two ambulances
purchased in 1999 and 2002.

Liberty Corner

The Liberty Corner First Aid Squad is a 100%-volunteer first aid squad providing
round-the-clock emergency medical services to the residents, businesses and
visitors in an area that covers roughly 70% of the geography and population of
Bernards Township; from The Hills to the Spring Ridge/Dewy Meadow Village area;
and from the William Annin School/Lyons Mall area down to Pingry School. As
residential and commercial development has increased in the service area, so has
the demand for services. Over the past few years, the squad has responded, on
average, to approximately 900 emergency calls per year.

The Liberty Corner First Aid Squad, which was founded in 1965, currently has 35
members all of which are fully EMT certified. In 2008, the squad responded to 900
calls, up from 800 in 2001. The squad has accepted neither the Township's annual
offer of an operating expense subsidy, or capital expenditures from the Township
for such major purchases as new ambulances, for many years. The squad has been
able to meet all its operating and capital expenses solely from public donations. The
squad operates two ambulances. One was purchased in 2000; the other was
purchased in 2003. The squad expects delivery of a new ambulance in mid-2009
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(estimated cost: $150,000+) to replace the 2000 rig. The 2003 rig is likely to need
replacement around 2011. The squad anticipates other capital expenses in the
next1-3 yearsto maintain or repair its headquarters building and
grounds, including repaving the driveway and parking areas (which could cost as
much as $50,000) and replacing the ambulance bay garage doors. At this point, the
squad anticipates being able to meet these requirements, as before, through
donations.

The Planning Board has recognized that substantial demands have been placed on
emergency services by the housing of seniors. These neighborhoods have at times
overloaded the available services. If new senior housing is developed, it will be
important to require the developers to provide non-emergency ambulatory services
to their residents.

POLICE DEPARTMENT

The Bernards Township Police Department consists of thirty-nine sworn officers,
twelve telecommunications operators operating a regional police dispatch center
and four civilian administrative support staff members. The Department has seven
divisions, including Administration, Patrol, Investigation, Traffic Safety, Community
Policing, Communications, and Support Services. Presently, Police Headquarters
contains sufficient space to house current staffing levels.

Further personnel expansion will create the need for some renovation of the
interior of the building, in particular in the space originally designated as a shooting
range on the basement level and the conference room on the main floor. Interior
alterations would allow for more office space for each Division. Additionally, the
issue of storage may need to be addressed in relation to future alterations, as part of
the shooting range space is currently used for storage. Minor projects have
alleviated some growth and office space issues.

The Department currently has a substation at the Hills Highlands Shopping Center.
The officers assigned to that patrol section utilize the substation.

BERNARDS TOWNSHIP LIBRARY

The Bernards Township Library renovation
and expansion was completed in March,
1999. The current building totals 25,000
square feet, which is 10,000 square feet
larger than the original building. The
Library offers many programs and services
and a wide range of materials including the
following:
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ample seating with comfortable tables and chairs
attractive shelf and display space for books and other materials
two quiet study rooms
two program rooms (these rooms can be converted into one large room with
the removal of a divider)
e conference room for meetings
e enlarged historical room
attractive teen area in a location chosen by teen advisers
an informative website, www.BernardsLibrary.org
online newsletter and program information, registration, and

downloadable audio and video resources

wide selection of books on CDs and on Playaways
increased ability to borrow materials from other libraries

The library meeting rooms are heavily used both for Library programs and by
community, non-profit groups. Scheduling for the use of these rooms is a challenge
and parking for the number of people who attend these programs is an ongoing
problem. Additional parking has been created in a new municipal parking lot across
the street from the library alleviating some parking demands. Parking is available
throughout the Basking Ridge Center, albeit further from the Library.

SCHOOL SERVICES

Existing Conditions

In 2008-2009, there are 5,638 students enrolled in Bernards' six public schools as
shown in Table "VI-3". Of the total enrollment, 1,696 or 30.1 percent attend Ridge
High School (grades 9-12), 1,345 or 23.9 percent attend William Annin (grades 6 -
8),and 2,597 or 46.0 percent are in gradesK - 5.

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Enrollment History

Table "VI-4" details the enrollment history for Bernards' public schools from 2003-
2004 school year to the current 2008-2009 school year. The enrollments have
increased by 627 students or 12.5% over the five years. The major increases were in
grades 11 and 12. These grades experienced the largest increases of 34.3 and 38.9
percent or 109 and 111 additional students. These increases are consistent with
national trends as the children of the baby boomers, commonly referred to as the
"baby boom echo,” begin to rise in the school system. As you can see the
enrollments are negative in the K-2 grades which reflects the fact that the total
enrollments have peaked and will be going down in future years.

Enroliment Projections

Growth in both housing and births ended in 2001-2002. The number of new homes
reduced from a total of 184 in 2001 to 12 in 2007 and 12 in 2008. Since 2001 the
number of births per year reduced from 367 to 226. However after 2001, the
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when the numbers will have increased by about 628 or 12.5% over 2003-2004.

Evaluation of Public School Enrollment Projections

As shown in Table VI-5, the peak in the K-5 schools has already occurred in the
2008-2009 school year. The Middle School will peak in 2010 and the High School
shortly after the 2013-2014 school year. Approval of the Bond Referendum of
September 2005 provided extensive expansion of Ridge High School (completed in
2008), expanded core facilities/renovations and additional class rooms at William
Annin Middle School; increased student capacity at Mt Prospect School and
expanded core facilities at Oak Street, Cedar Hill and Liberty Corner Schools.
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Good planning decisions by the Superintendent, Principals, and Board of Education
Members plus approval/authorization by the public have enabled Bernards
Township Schools to expand facilities and programs to accommodate a 407%
increase in school enrollments during the 23 years since school year '85 - '86. That
year, Public School enrollments reached a minimum as the youngest "baby
boomers" completed their public education and total enrollments dropped to the
lowest since the 1960s.

Enrollment then began increasing as hundreds of new homes were completed and
the next wave of increasing births followed. Early recognition of future space needs
and proper timing of facility expansions/renovations to accommodate a growing
student body precluded overbuilding and prevented excessive debt service costs.
This work was accomplished with minimal disruption of student activities.
Simultaneously, academic excellence prevailed and student achievements received
State and National recognition.

TOWNSHIP OWNED LANDS

In addition to traditional public facilities (libraries, police and fire stations), the
Township owns significant lands, listed in Table VI-7. Totaling 1,720.40 acres, these
parcels serve a variety of functions and purposes, from open space lands to
detention basins to parking lots. Each property is listed below, along with its
location and use.
