SUMMARY OF DEMOGRAPHIC TRENDS

The demographic trends in the Township between 1990 and 2000 can be
summarized as follows.

POPULATION

1. From 1990 to 2000 Bernards experienced a 42:9 percent population increase
compared to Somerset County's 23.4 percent increase.

2. From 1990 to 2000 Bernards Township and Somerset County's main population
growth was in the 3554 age cohorts, the "baby boom" generationThe 3544
age cohort increased from 18.3 percent of the population to 20.8 percent in the
Township. The 4554 age cohort increased from 13.9 percent to 15.9 percent.

3. During this same time period, there were large population increases in the %
age cdort, also known as the "baby boom echo™ generation. Thel® age
cohort increased from 10.7 percent to 16.3 percent of the population.

4. The Township's average age became younger between 1990 to 2000. The
percentage of 55+ decreased slightly from 22.1 peent to 22 percent of the
population.

5. The ethnic compositions. of the Township remained about the same between
1990 and 2000 although the Asian population increased dramatically from 525
persons in 1990 to 1,931 persons in 2000.

HOUSEHOLD CHARACTERISTICS

1. From 1990 to 2000 Bernards' median household size increased from 2.54
persons to 2.58 persons per household. The County's median household size
also increased during this period.

2. In 2000 approximately 63 percent of Bernards' households were married cqale
families, while 26% were either singleparent families or persons who lived
alone.

3. In 1999 Bernards' median household income was $107,204, or $30,271 greater
than Somerset County's median income and $52,058 greater than the State's
median income.
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HOUSING STOCK

1. Approximately 55.9 percent of Bernards' 2000 housing stock consisted of single
family detached homes.

2. In 2000 housing units with six or more rooms accounted for approximately 71.2
percent of Bernards' total housing stock, greater than Somersé&lounty's 63.4
percent.

3. Approximately 74.1 percent of Bernards' households moved into their 2000
residences after 1990. Approximately 65 percent of Somerset County's
households moved into their 2000 residences after 1990.

4. In 2000 the median housing vale in Bernards Township was $380,500pr
$145,500 greater than Somerset County's median housing value.

5. 79.7 percent of Bernards' 2000 housing stock was valued at $250,000 or more.

6. Less than one percent of Bernards' 2000 housing stock either lacked commet
plumbing facilities or was overcrowded.

7. From 1980 through 2000, 6,116 dwelling units were authorized by building
permits of which approximately 77 percent were singlefamily homes.

8. By the year 2020, Bernards population is expected to increase to appimately
28,000 persons.

DEMOGRAPHIC CHARACTERISTICS

POPULATION TRENDS

Between 1950 and 2000, Bernards Township generally followed Somerset County

and New Jersey State population trends. As shown in Tables1lland llI-2, there

were sharp increases bewveen 1950 and 1970, little or no growth from 1970 to

1980 and substantial increases between 1980 and 2000. The major difference

appears to be a slowdown in County growth (18 percent from 1980 to 1990) while

Bernards' growth during this period was 33 perent. Part of the reason was new

home construction, particularly condos and townhouses, in the southerly part of the

Township. The Township and the County also saw increases from 192000. The

POPULATION AGE DISTRIBUTION

The agesegmented population increases in both Bernards Township and Somerset
County again followed national trends, although the increases in Bernards were
significantly higher. As shown in Tables #Ba and ll-4a, the Tavnship and
County's major growth spurts occurred in the 3544 and 4554 age groups- the
baby boom generation- consisting of those born from about 1946 through 1964.
The County experienced a 42.6 percent increase in the 38 age cohort and a 52.6
percent increase in the 4554 age cohort while the Township experienced 64 and 62
percent increases; respectively. This baby boom generation represents the major
population force nationally as well as locally. Most of this group will be married,
creating a sigificant and continued demand for singlefamily detached housing
over the next several years in Bernards Township.

Another important population increase occurred in the 514 population cohort.
This age group contains the children that will fuel the schdopopulation for this
decade. From 1990 to 2000, the Township and County experienced approximately
118 and 57 percent increases in this age group, respectively. In Bernards, the actual
increase in numbers was significant from 1,837 to 3,999 children. These children
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are now entering the school system and will continue to represent the bulge in
enroliments over this decade.

These children comprise the "baby boom echo" generation, which consists of the
baby boomers' children. The increase in this popation group is attributed to the
vast size of the baby boom cohort and not an increase in the birth rate. The large
numbers of baby boomers produce a large number of offspring accounting for the
increase in the 514 population cohort.

Another change that will have an impact on Bernards is in the 284 age cohort.
This cohort decreased from 18.3 percent of the population to 10.3 percent. This
decrease is reflected nationally as well as in the Township and portends a decrease
in demand for goods and serices for young adults.< In addition, it will eventually
have an impact on the housing marketreducing first home demands.

Lastly, the number of individuals aged 55 and older is significant. . This age group
has a variety of housing and consumer needs:or example, the youngermembers of
the cohort may desire condominiums or smaller singldamily dwellings while those

in their late seventies or eighties may need assisted living facilities. A small
percentage may require nursing.homes. In 2000, the 55nd older age group
accounted for approximately 22 percent of Bernards' population. The number of
persons in this age group is expected to rise as the oldest of the baby boomers will
enter it in the year 2001.

RACE AND GENDER

Bernards Township remains a_predominantly white community with a small but
increasing percentage of ‘minorities. - Whites comprised 89.2 percent of the
Township's 2000 population compared to 95 percent in 1990, as shown in TableHll
5a. In‘Somerset County, the percentage of minorities increased from 12 percent to
20.7 percent between 1990 ad 2000. The number of minorities in Bernards has
increased by 1,789 persons between 1990 and 2000. The majority of the increase
occurred in the Asian population; from 1990 to 2000 the number of Asians in
Bernards increased by 1,406 persons, from 525 t5,931. The number of persons of
Asian decent in Somerset County increased by 14,514 (from 10,548 to 25,062)
persons. In 2000, 48.6 percent of the Township's population was male while 51.4
percent was female.

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HOUSEHOLD CHARACTERISTICS
HOUSEHOLD SIZE

In general, household size is decreasing nationally and locally. Various trends
during the late 1960s and 1970s contributed to the redudbn in household size and
are continuing. These include the tendency to marry at later ages, increases in
divorces, increases in the number of elderly living alone and the desire of single
persons to maintain their own household. Collectively, these trels have resulted in
reductions in household size which has a major impact on the housing market.
Obviously, unmarried and single individuals in their twenties and thirties have
different shelter needs than do those who are married with children.

Bernards Township and Somerset County both followed the trend of declining
household size in the past. However, as shown_ in Table-8) the Township's 1990
median household size was 2.54 and the 2000°'median household size went slightly
up to 2.58. Likewise, theCounty's 1990 median household size was 2.67, which
increased to 2.69 in 2000. This increase In slight but it is yet to be determined if
household size will continue to increase in the future.

The household size in Bernards Township is seen in Tabld-fa. The number of
one-person households increased from 22.6 percent in 1990 to 26.4 percent in
2000. Two person households in the Township decreased from 35.3 and 30.6
percent, respectively, from 1990 to 2000. The number-of single person households
almost doubled - from 1,432 to 2,442 households. Two person households slightly
rose - from 2,240 to 2,829 households. Meanwhile, households comprised of five or
more persons slightly increased during the same time period.

HOUSEHOLD TYPE

The majority of the households in Bernards are married couple families as indicated
in Table 111-9. Approximately 63 percent of the Township's total households
comprise married couple families.

As noted earlier, single persorhouseholds have increased in the Township. Almost
30 percent of households are single member households with 5.8 percent female
householders. Another interesting finding in Table IH9 is that of the 5,821 married
couple households, 46 percent have noeftated children living with them. These
households are more than likely to eventually move from singlamily detached
housing to other types of housing.

Lastly, about 9.2 percent of the Township's households or 846 houses contain one
or more persons agd 65 and over. This age group will continue to increase over
the years as people are living longer than they did in the past.

HOUSEHOLD AND PER CAPITA INCOME

Bernards Township is a relatively affluent community as shown in Table H10. The
1999 median houshold income in Bernards was $107,204 or $30,271 greater than
Somerset County's median income and $52,058 greater-than the State's median
income. Likewise, the Township's 1999 mean capita income was greater than that
of the State and the County.

Table 11-11 details Bernards' 1999 household income distribution. Over 67 percent
of Bernards' households earn $75,000 or more annually. This is logical as almost
half of Bernards' population is.in the 3554 age group; a time when individuals
typically earn-higher incomes. However, it is also important to note that close to 7.3
percent of the households earn less than $25,000 per year, an amount that qualifies
them for low income housing, depending on household size.

HOUSING STOCK
Type and Size Characteristics

The majority of the housing stock in Bernards Township is single family detached
housing as indicated in Table IH12. In 2000, there were 5,298 singléamily
detached homes.or 55.9 percent of theotal housing stock. Of the remaining units,
21.4 percent were singlefamily attached units and 22.6 percent were in structures
that contained two or more units.

Both Bernards Township and Somerset County follow national trends with
increasingly larger homes. In 2000, units with six or more rooms accounted for
approximately 71.2 percent of/Bernards' total housing stock and 63.4 percent of
Somerset County's total housing stock, as shown in Table-LIP. This type of

housing is clearly family orientedhousing.

Bernards' housing stock is relatively new. Almost 61.7 percent of the housing was
built between 1980 and 2000. Less than 10 percent of the Township's housing was
constructed prior to 1939.

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TENURE OF HOUSEHOLDS

As shown in Table 1#13, 74 percent of Bernads' households moved into their 2000
residences after 1990. The trend is similar in the county with 65 percent of
residents who moved into their homes after 1990. This trend is consistent with
similar suburban communities in regions with significant job gowth occurring in
recent decades.

HOUSING VALUES

In 2000, housing values in‘Bernards.were higher than housing values in Somerset
County. ~As shown in Table HL4, Bernards' 2000 median housing value was
$380,500 or $145,500more than the County's 2000 median housing value. Almost
80 percent of Bernards' 2000 housing stock was valued at $250,000 or more
compared to approximately 46 percent of Somerset County's 2000 housing stock in
this range.” Only 1 percent of Bernards' hesing units and 2.7 percent of Somerset
County's housing units ‘were valued below $100,000 in 2000. This represents
national preference for'larger, more expensive housing units. Bernards Township,

HOUSING CONDITIONS

2000

The condition of housing in Bernards is excellent. Table 15 details the condition

of the Township's 2000 housing stock based upon the existence of complete
plumbing facilities and overcrowded units, factors customarily used to determine
housing deficiency. Only 6 units in the Township in 2000 were lacking complete
plumbing and 50 units were overcrowded; where the number of persons per
household exceeded the national standard. Combined, these 56 units total less than
1 percent of the Townshp's 2000 housing stock. While the number of units with
deficiencies increased from 1990 to 2000, their percentage of the total housing
stock remained constant.

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HOUSING CONSTRUCTION

Table 1lI-16 details the dwelling units authorized by building permits since 1980
and the number of units demolished. During the 2year period between 1980 and
2001, there were a total of 6,116 dwellig units authorized by building permits.
Approximately 77 percent, or 4,700 of the units, were singkdamily homes. The
most active years were 1985, 1986, 1996 and 1999 when 954,704, 411 and 341
permits were issued, respectively. The number of buildinggrmits that were issued
during these years comprises 39 percent of all building permits issued between
1980 and 2001. These years were also the height of the construction boom that
occurred in the State. During the 24ear period 52 residential units were
demolished. As of June 30, 2002 165 singlamily units-were approved but were
not started or were under construction and 117 senior or assisted living units were
approved and not completed. There were also 465 units issued a Certification of
Occupancy(CO) for the period between March 2000 and June 2002.

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POPULATION PROJECTION
PROJECTED FUTURE POPULATION

The Planning Department has conducted a comprehensive parcel by parcel,
subdivision design based analysis of vacant s@lential parcels. This assessment
revealed that approximately 258 more residential units could be built in the township,
which should exhaust all remaining vacant land development opportunities. As of
January 1, 2009 there are 73 residential units that ar either under construction,
approved or pending approvals. It is also assumed that at least five residential units
per year may be built from infill developments. Table IH1L7 is a population calculation
based on current residences, in conjunction with te anticipated construction of
approved units and the results of the buildout analysis and median household size.

Township is approximately 27,928. This projection is more realistic however less
conservative in comparison with the Impact Assessment of the New Jersey State
Plan, performed by the Center for Urban Policy Research at Rutgers University in
2000.

Based on both of the above
projections, we can assume an anticipated total population for Bernards Township
of approximately 28,000 in the year 20D.
