George Road Relative to Millington Baptist Church Parking

The committee reviewed the request to designate the west side of King George Road around the
vicinity of Millington Baptist Church declared no parking because of safety concerns.

Letter Dated 3/31/08 from Attorney Glenn Geiger Representing Millington Baptist Church
Concerning Parking Restrictions on King George Road Relative to Millington Baptist
Church Parking

The committee reviewed a letter from Attorney Glenn Geiger representing Millington Baptist
Church.

1. MBC endorses any proposal to restrict parking from a point beginning
north of the MBC entrance driveway (to the south), continuing across the
primary church frontage to Valley Road. If necessary and if approved by
the County, MBC would agree to install the appropriate NO PARKING
and/or NO STOPPING/STANDING signs as determined by the County,

N

MBC takes no objection to a parking prohibition on the southbound side
of King George Road from Valley Road to whatever point south the
Township and County deem necessary. With parking prohibited on the
southbound side of the road, sight distance would be enhanced for the
neighbors on the westerly side of King George Road and would improve
visibility of the adjacent bike path. Because use of this parking by MBC
would necessitate a pedestrian movement across King George Road, MBC
concurs with the recommendation for the parking restriction.

3. MBC objects to the prohibition of on-street parking south of the MBC
entrance driveway as such spaces are readily accessible to the church, and
do not create any sight distance or other visibility constraints for MBC or
neighboring driveways. With the climination of the existing dwellings on
Lots 5 and 6. two driveways would be removed from King George Road,
thus allowing at least two additional on-street parking spaces.
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A letter received late today from Dolan & Dean Consulting Engineers, LLC, a traffic engineering
firm representing Millington Baptist Church presented a conflicting request from the information
presented in Geiger’s letter.

The committee requested that Millington Baptist clarify their request, that the police monitor the
parking situation, and that Messina prepare a presentation for the committee at a future date.

NEW BUSINESS
2008 Additional Manpower Request — Police Department
Police Chief Dennis Mott addressed the committee:

The following is a listing and brief description of the 2008 request for new police officers for the Bernards
Township Police Department. This request is for a total of 4 new police officers and a police canine unit.

2 new Police Patrol Officers: (discussed in detail in executive session) These two officers would work
together as a team. They would be assigned to confront new active shooter threats and threats of violence
directed against Township Schools. Through patrol and presence they would work to improve school security,
serve as a deterrent to any hostile acts, work to prevent and respond rapidly to any threat, act of violence, or
shooting situation directed against schools, students, and faculty. These officers would be a deterrent to
criminal activity directed against Township Schools. Their presence would enhance the safety and security of
all school students and faculty on a daily basis.

1 new Lieutenant Command Staff Supervisor: This new Superior Officer/Supervisor would be assigned to
supervise the Bernards Township Police Communications Center, assist the Chief of Police with the research,
preparation, and authoring of Departmental Policy and Procedure, maintain administrative records for
compliance with Accreditation while preparing the department for future Re-Accreditation evaluations, assist
with evidence custodian, responsibilities , evidence inventory, and evidence destruction.

1 New Police Traffic Officer: This Officer would be assigned to the Traffic Safety Division to patrol and
enforce motor vehicle, traffic, and commercial vehicle laws throughout the Township. The officer would work
to monitor traffic, vehicle speed, traffic volume, and safe driving throughout the Township. The officer would
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work to provide targeted enforcement efforts to address traffic complaints, monitor commercial vehicle traffic,
and ensure commercial vehicles are in compliance with all motor vehicle laws. This officer would work to
improve the safety of all motorists, pedestrians, and residents of Bernards Township on a daily basis.

e Police K-9 Unit (Dog and Vehicle Assigned to existing officer): The Police Canine Unit would be an
important asset to Bernards Township Police Patrol Operations and would improve the level of service to the
residents of Bernards Township. The Police K-9 would be cross trained in locating /tracking missing people and
in detecting narcotic drugs. His utilization in locating missing people would benefit all residents of Bernards
Township His ability to detect narcotics would help police remove illegal drugs from the Township, increase
officer safety, and improve the efficiency of police patrol operations.

The committee made no decision. Pavlini asked for composite information on the department.
Kelly asked for a financial breakout of the additional costs for the officers.

WHEREAS, pursuant to 2-18.5. of the Revised General Ordinances of the Township of
Bernards, the Environmental Commission shall make an annual report to the Township
Committee; and.

WHEREAS, the Environmental Commission is submitting a report pursuant to this requirement.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Township Committee of the Township of
Bernards, that the following report be accepted.

The following is a summary of the major activities of the Bernards Township Environmental
Commission (the “Bernards EC” or the “Commission”) during 2006/2007.

Mission Statement
The Bernards Township Environmental Commission is responsible for ensuring that
environmental issues in Bernards Township are given the right priority in order to protect and
preserve natural resources of the town and surrounding areas including land, water, air, and
bios (flora and fauna).

Goals
The Commission accomplishes it's mission through: (a) taking proactive stances on local
environmental matters, and strengthening the local planning process; (b) coordinating rational,
balanced reviews of development applications for the appropriate township bodies; (c)
increasing public awareness and understanding of local and regional environmental issues; and,
(d) keeping abreast of, and being involved in, environmental issues that effect our surrounding
areas and communities.

2006/2007 Goals and Accomplishments
1. “Tree Replacement Lists” were developed by the Environmental Commission and provide
standardized lists of native trees, shrubs, and herbaceous plants to be used as replacement
species when required under the Bernards Township’s tree replacement plan. The species
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lists are divided between dry, moist and wet habitats in an effort to insure the greatest long-
term survivability possible. Applicants are referred to these lists when tree replacement
species are required.

2. The Environmental Commission’s portion of the township web page has been expanded to
include information and web page links on important environmental topics including:
wetlands, natural resource inventories, critical area habitats, pool water discharge, and
pesticide-free lawn care. Additional topics will be included periodically.

3. In 2007 EC members participated in Charter Day. We continued to focus on raising public
awareness of environmental issues through the display of GIS maps from the township’s
Natural Resource Inventory (NRI). Residents were also provided with information regarding
the recognition and treatment of invasive plant species.

4. The Commission as the advisory body to the Planning Board and Board of Adjustment
continued to endeavor to be definitive and balanced in our comments to the Boards with
respect to environmental impacts and issues. To ensure environmental impacts and
appropriate mitigation to offset those impacts are addressed in all new development plans;
the EC reviewed approximately sixty-two (62) Planning Board and Board of Adjustment
applications in 2006 and approximately seventy-seven (77) applications in 2007. At least
one commission member attended all Planning and Board of Adjustment meetings.

5. In the area of Open Space the Commission continues to evaluate township properties as to
their suitability for future open space acquisitions.

Other Accomplishments
Review Work

With the aid of the GIS system the Commission reviewed approximately thirty-seven (37)
applications made to the NJDEP in 2006 and twenty- two (22) applications in 2007. The EC
commented on seven (7) of these applications in both 2006 and 2007 requesting the NJDEP
diligently review factors such as: endangered species and their affect on the proper
classification of wetlands including required buffers. We also request NJDEP review on
inconsistencies with wetlands on neighboring properties or prior wetland delineations.

In a continuing effort to expand the EC membership knowledge on environmental issues, a few
items are worth noting:

e | conducted a wetland field seminar demonstrating the processes involved in comparing
GIS mapping to actual field conditions, and the examination of plant, soil, and hydrolic
conditions to determine the presence/absence of wetlands.

e Presentations were also made to the EC on the following topics:

pesticide free lawn care
green resident development

A member of the Environmental Commission accompanied Planning Board and Engineering
Department representatives at site inspections related to “tree replacement plantings”.
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The commission had residents, applicants, citizens attend our meetings to express concerns over
the comments on their applications, or to listen to and comment on the Commissions discussions
regarding the applications of concern to them.

The Environmental Commission looks forward providing this service and continues to expand its
activities in 2008.

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Planning Board Memo Dated 3/5/08 Recommending a Moratorium on Quarry Fill
Ordinance #2008 - An Ordinance Amending Chapter IV Entitled “General Licensing
2008”, Section 4-9 Entitled “Quarrying” of the Revised General Ordinances of the
Township of Bernards, to Add Subsection 20 to Section 4-9.5 Entitled “Rehabilitation of
Quarry Property — Introduction

The committee reviewed a memo from the Planning Board dated 3/5/08:

At the Planning Board meeting of March 4, 2008, the Board discussed and adopted the following motion:

Bernards Township Planning Board requests that the Township Committee affect a moratorium on the importation
of fill into Millington Quarry pending the receipt of the Planning Board’s review of the 2008 Millington Quarry
Reclamation Plan.

The committee agreed to the request. Motion by Pavlini, second by Spitzer, that Ordinance
#2008 be introduced on first reading, advertised as required by law, with a public hearing on
3/25/08.

WHEREAS, Bernards Township (the “Township”) regulates quarries for the protection of
persons and properties at Ordinance 84-9, “Quarrying” of its general licensing ordinances; and

WHEREAS, the Township has the general authority to regulate quarries pursuant to the State’s
grant of police power pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:48-1 and -2 for the health, safety and welfare of
the community as set forth by the New Jersey Supreme Court in Bernardsville Quarry, Inc. v.
Borough of Bernardsville, 129 N.J. 221, 228-230 (1992); and

WHEREAS, Bernardsville Quarry further held at pages 237-238 that “the prevention of damage
to the environment constitutes a particularly strong justification for prohibiting inimical uses”
and a governing body may regulate a quarry to prevent “substantial risks of harm to the public,”;
and

WHEREAS, the importation of environmentally contaminated fill material to the Property “can
[as noted by the New Jersey Supreme Court] cause severe impacts on surrounding property and
the environment, and significantly effect the public interest,” id. at 241; and

WHEREAS, the Township furthermore has a reasonable basis and concern to ensure that the
importation of fill material to the Millington Quarry, Inc. property consisting of 179.76+ acres,
located at Block 164, Lot 4.01, on Stonehouse Road in the Township (the “Quarry Property”) be
not only of clean and sound quality free of contaminants, but also not by its sheer volume and
guantity cause harm to the community and public; and

WHEREAS, the Township on February 26, 2008, adopted Ordinance #2001 to
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require that every application for a quarry license include a
detailed plan to ensure that contaminated fill material is not
imported into the Quarry Property; amends the annual quarry
escrow fee section to account for increased inspection and
sampling of fill material imported onto the Quarry Property;
expressly confirms that the Township Committee may retain an
expert environmental consultant to assist in inspection of trucks
importing fill material and sampling of fill material imported into
the Quarry Property; and requires that sources importing a volume
of greater than 5,000 cubic yards of fill material into the Quarry
Property must provide certified testing to ensure the fill material
imported into the Quarry Property by that source is free of
environmental contamination.; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 4-9.5 of the Revised General Ordinances of Bernards
Township that concerns rehabilitation of quarry property, Kevin Page, P.E., P.P., President of
Page Engineering Consultants, P.C., submitted on January 24, 2008, on behalf of Tilcon New
York, Inc. (“Tilcon”) and Millington Quarry, Inc., (“MQI”) to the Bernards Township
Engineering Department the 2008 Reclamation (Rehabilitation Plan), including a revised
estimate of the total volume of fill that must be imported to the Property to accomplish, in part,
that after rehabilitation there be no slopes steeper than two feet horizontal to one foot vertical (“2
to 17); and

WHEREAS, in the 2008 Reclamation Plan, Mr. Page now estimates that the remaining volume
of fill required will be 5,258, 141 cubic yards of fill; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Page in January 2006, amended the 2003 Reclamation Plan to estimate that
the remaining volume of fill required would be 3,726,044 cubic yards; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Page in February 2005, advised the Planning Board that he estimated
1,700,000 to 2,100,000 cubic yards of fill in remaining volume would be required; and

WHEREAS, in a period of less than 24 months, Mr. Page’s estimate of the remaining fill
required to import to the Property has increased from a low estimate of 1,700,000 cubic yards to
5,258, 141 cubic yards, all as set forth more fully and at length in the March 6, 2008
memorandum of Township Engineer and Planner Peter Messina which memorandum to the
Mayor and Township Committee is on file with the Office of the Township Clerk and is
incorporated herein; and

WHEREAS, the need for MQI and Tilcon to import significantly more fill appears primarily to
relate to the proposal in the 2008 Rehabilitation Plan to modify the January 2006, Amended
Rehabilitation Plan to decrease the size of the lake from 44 acres to 24 acres, the depth of the
lake from 150 feet to 40 feet, to enable MQI to increase the proposed residential lots from 41 lots
to 50 lots; and
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WHEREAS, MQI has provided Township Engineer and Planner Peter Messina with information
indicating that from July 2006, to January 2008, MQI imported 1,890,900 cubic yards of fill to
the Property, requiring 126,060 truck trips or during the 19 month period, an average of 6,635
trucks a month and 99,521 cubic yards of fill a month; and

WHEREAS, by Memorandum dated March 5, 2008, to the Township Clerk, the Planning Board
advised that at its March 4, 2008, meeting it “requests that the Township Committee affect a
moratorium of the importation of fill into Millington Quarry pending the receipt of the Planning
Board’s review of the 2008 Millington Quarry Reclamation Plan;” and

WHEREAS, the Bernards Township Committee not only harbors serious concerns about the
environmental condition of fill imported to the Property, but also (i) questions the accuracy of
Mr. Page’s past and present estimates of the cubic yards of remaining fill that must be imported
to the Property; (ii) during the past 24 months has taken consequential notice and concern of the
detrimental impact that the monthly average of 6,635 trucks using the road systems in Bernards
Township has had on the community of Bernards Township in terms of deterioration to the
roads, mud and noise, volume of trucks, and the safety risks the trucks pose;

NOW, THEREFORE, in order to properly permit the Planning Board a reasonable period of
time to review the 2008 Rehabilitation Plan and make a recommendation to the Township
Committee as to whether the 2 to 1 slope requirement should continue, be modified, or be
terminated as part of the recently submitted Rehabilitation Plan for the Property, new Section 4-
9.5 b. 20 of the Revised General Ordinances of Bernards Township is adopted:

Section 1. Temporary Moratorium. Notwithstanding any of the requirements of Sections 4-
9.5b. 2,4 or 6, as of April 1, 2008, at 12:00 A.M., and continuing until midnight of December
31, 2008, no fill material shall be imported onto the Quarry Property by any person and neither
Tilcon nor MQI shall permit the importation of fill material onto the Quarry Property. The
Township Committee reserves the right to rescind or extend the temporary moratorium for
reasons within its general police powers, will continue in that regard to monitor the progress of
the Planning Board and its review of the Rehabilitation Plan submitted by MQI and Tilcon, and
will await further recommendations from the Planning Board on the issue of fill importation with
respect to the 2 to 1 slope requirement.

Section 2. The Township Committee authorizes Police Chief Dennis Mott and the Bernards
Township Police Department to take all necessary steps to prevent any violations of this
Ordinance 2008.

Section 3. If any article, section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance is,
for any reason, held to be unconstitutional or invalid, such decision shall not affect the remaining
portions of this Ordinance and they shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 4. In the event of any inconsistencies between the provisions of this Ordinance and
any prior ordinance of the Township of Bernards, the provisions hereof shall be determined to
govern. All other parts, portions and provisions of the Revised General Ordinances of the
Township of Bernards are hereby ratified and confirmed, except where inconsistent with the
terms hereof.
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Section 5. This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon adoption in accordance with
the laws of the State of New Jersey.

WHEREAS, the Township Committee of the Township of Bernards desires to convey to Central
Jersey Technical Rescue, Inc. an expression of its appreciation and grateful acknowledgment for
the valued services rendered during the Search and Rescue operation of a township resident on
Manchester Drive; and

WHEREAS, the Basking Ridge Little League, Inc. (the “Little League™) is a nonprofit
corporation, organized under the laws of the State of New Jersey, which has utilized little league
baseball fields and other athletic facilities on Valley Road in the Township of Bernards (the
“Township”) to provide recreation for members of the Little League; and

WHEREAS, the Township owns certain lands not presently needed for municipal purposes,
Block 178.01, Lot 4 (the “Premises”), and is authorized under N.J.S.A. 40A:12-14(c) and
N.J.S.A. 40A:12-15(i) to lease lands to a nonprofit organization for the promotion of the health,
safety, morals and general welfare of the community;

WHEREAS, the Township and Little League entered into a Lease Agreement for the Premises
dated May 14, 2004 and a First Amendment to Lease Agreement dated November 27, 2007, and
now desire to amend that Lease Agreement to authorize the Little League to only use the public
address system during (i) opening day ceremonies, (ii) Championship Weekend traditionally held
in June from Friday to Sunday, however, the public address system shall not be used before noon
on Sunday and not after 10:00 p.m. on either Friday, Saturday or Sunday of that weekend, and
(iii) during medical and other urgent emergencies, with the remainder of the Lease Agreement to
remain unchanged; and

WHEREAS, a Second Amendment to the Lease Agreement has been prepared to accomplish
and formalize the proposed amendment, and the terms and language thereof reviewed by the
Township and the Little League, which Second Amendment is on file with the Township Clerk;
and

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of the Little League will adopt a resolution approving the
Second Amendment to the Lease Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the Township believes that the proposed second amendment of the terms of the
current lease with the Little League for the Premises will promote the public's general health,
safety and welfare, and the Second Amendment to the Lease Agreement accomplishes the
desired revision; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township
Bernards, County of Somerset and State of New Jersey:

SecTiON1l.  That the Mayor and Clerk, or their deputies, are authorized to execute the Second
Amendment to the Lease Agreement on behalf of the Township, as lessor, with Little League, as
lessee. Said Amendment shall be on file with the Township Clerk.

SECTION 2.  The public purpose of the lease is to provide little league baseball facilities to the
community and to facilitate the lessee’s promotion of the health, safety, morals and general
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welfare of the community, and the Second Amendment to the Lease Agreement will further that
purpose.

SECTION 3. All other ordinances or prior leases in conflict or inconsistent with this ordinance
or the new lease are hereby repealed, to the extent of such conflict or inconsistency.

SECTION 4. Should any section, paragraph, sentence or clause of this ordinance be declared
unconstitutional or invalid for any reasons, the remaining portions of this ordinance shall not be
affected thereby and shall remain in full force and effect and to this end the provisions of this
ordinance are hereby declared severable.

SECTION 5. This Ordinance shall take effect after final passage and publication in the manner
required by law.
