Highland Ridge |l Subdivision (Beaver Creek Court) Sidewalk Construction

The Highland Ridge II subdivision consists of eight homes along Beaver Creek Court,
located off Mine Brook Road, northwest of Route 287. It was approved by the Planning Board
in 2000 and construction completed in 2004. Condition #13 of the Board’s July 18, 2000,
resolution of approval states:

“The applicant shall be required to post a performance bond in an amount of money
satisfactory to the Township at the time of the issuance of the last certificate of occupancy for the
project for the construction of a sidewalk along one side of the proposed new roadway cul-de-
sac. The period for such bonding shall be five years within which time the Township Committee
shall determine whether such a sidewalk shall be constructed by the applicant at its sole cost. If
the decision of the Township Committee shall be not to construct the sidewalk, the applicant’s
bond shall be released forthwith and in all events at the expiration of the aforesaid five-year
period.”

The last certificate of occupancy was issued on April 22, 2004, and the five-year bonding
period expires on April 22, 2009. The Engineering Department has polled the eight residents of
Beaver Creek Court as to their preferences regarding a sidewalk. One resident would like a
sidewalk, six residents would not like a sidewalk, and one resident did not respond.

It is requested that the Township Committee make a decision regarding the sidewalk, in
order that the Engineering Department may proceed accordingly.

c. All fences or walls shall be symmetrical in appearance; shall have posts or columns separated
by identical distances; shall consist of material conforming to a defiatterp or size; and
shall be constructed so that a finished side faces outward away from the property on which it
is constructed.

d. No fence or wall shall be constructed of any material harmful to humans or animals.
Electrically charged fences are permittedbe constructed on private property as long as
each of the following conditions are met:

1. All electrical equipment used in the fence shall carry the label of Underwriter's
Laboratories or the Industrial Commission of Wisconsin.

2. The fence and all equipmieand accessories for the fence shall be installed and operated
according to the manufacturer's specifications and (to the extent applicable) according to
the National Electrical Code and applicable state regulations.

3. The fence shall comply with all otheequirements of township ordinances governing
fences, including construction permit requirements where applicable, provided that in the
event of any conflict between this paragraph and any other ordinance the more stringent
requirement shall apply.
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e. No ferce or wall shall be erected along a property line without a construction permit, and no
portion of a fence or wall shall be located within six inches of any property line. In
considering applications for the erection of a fence or wall, the Constructiole Co
Enforcement Official may require a survey showing the proposed location of the fence or
wall with respect to the existing property lines.

f. Notwithstanding the preceding provisions of this subsection, the following provisions shall

be complied with:

1. Scre=ning and buffering shall be as specified in Sectic2&1

2. Private swimming pools shall be fenced as specified in Subsectidd.21
