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negotiable bond anticipation notes are hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to and within the
limitations prescribed by the Local Bond Law.

To
the extent that the purposes authorized herein are inconsistent with the adopted capital or
temporary capital budget, a revised capital or temporary capital budget has been filed with the

Section 6

The following additional matters are hereby determined, declared, recited and stated:

a. The improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance is not a current
expense. It is an improvement or purpose that the Township may lawfully undertake as a
general improvement, and no part of the cost thereof has been or shall be specially assessed
on property specially benefited thereby.

b. The period of usefulness of the improvement or purpose within the limitations of the Local
Bond Law, according to the reasonable life thereof computed from the date of the bonds
authorized by this ordinance, is 40 years.
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c. The Supplemental Debt Statement required by the Local Bond Law has been duly prepared
and filed in the office of the Clerk, and a complete executed duplicate thereof has been filed
in the office of the Director of the Division of Local Government Services in the Department
of Community Affairs of the State of New Jersey. Such statement shows that the gross debt
of the Township as defined in the Local Bond Law is increased by the authorization of the
bonds and notes provided in this bond ordinance by $2,950,000, and the obligations
authorized herein will be within all debt limitations prescribed by that Law.

d. An aggregate amount not exceeding $50,000 for items of expense listed in and permitted
under N.J.S.A. 40A:2-20 is included in the estimated cost indicated herein for the purpose or
improvement.

time in connection with any change in law, or interpretation thereof, provided such undertaking
is and continues to be, in the opinion of a nationally recognized bond counsel, consistent with the
requirements of the Rule. In the event that the Township fails to comply with its undertaking,
the Township shall not be liable for any monetary damages, and the remedy shall be limited to
specific performance of the undertaking.

Section 10

The full faith and credit of the Township are hereby pledged to the punctual payment of the
principal of and the interest on the obligations authorized by this bond ordinance.

WHEREAS, the Township Committee adopted Ordinance #1682 establishing the Employee
Handbook of Personnel Policies & Procedures on November 11, 2003; and,

WHEREAS, the Township Committee wishes to amend the Employee Handbook of Personnel
Policies and Procedures with respect to Medical Insurance Program and the Opt Out Provision;
and

WHEREAS, the language changes are as follows, with the new text is underlined; deleted text is
stricken.

¥ HEALTH INSURANCE

The Township currently offers health insurance programs to its regular full-time employees as
follows:

Medical Plan, including Prescription coverage
Dental Plan
Vision Coverage

Medical Insurance Program

The Township shall provide each employee with health insurance, including dependent coverage
through medical insurance as offered by the State Health Benefit Plan. The employer will pay
the entire cost of coverage for the employee and dependents for NJDIRECT15. If any employee
elects to enroll in other coverage, then the employee shall pay all the costs above the cost of

NJDIRECT15 associated with that coverage elected. pay—the—costs—for—full-time—regular

The Township currently offers Medical Insurance through the New Jersey State Health Benefit
Program. The State Health Benefit Program is dictated by the State and the Township and its
empl oyeebs are required to follow the provisi
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The State Health Benefits Program provides comprehensive hospital and major medical
insurance coverage. Under the plan, participants can choose to go in-network or out-of-network
at any point in time. The HMO generally requires participants to utilize only in-network
providers.

You will be provided with information packets on the State Health Benefit Program during your
new hire orientation. It is your responsibility to complete your ENROLLMENT FORM and return it
to the Benefits Administrator within the first week of your employment. If the Benefits
Administrator receives your enrollment form as required your coverage will begin sixty (60)
days from your hire date.

Once made, your election is generally fixed for the remainder of the plan year. At the end of
each plan year, during open enrollment, you are free to change your medical elections for the
following calendar year.

Opt Out Provision

If an employee does not wish to be covered by the medical insurance program and furnishes
proof of substitute coverage through spouse's employment or other equivalent plan, the employee
shall be permitted to opt out of participation in the Township medical insurance program. In
exchange for such nonparticipation, the employee shall be entitled to receive_a cash disbursement
as determined by the Township Administrator and Manager of Human Resources that shall be

dlstrlbuted in 24 equal pay perlods —m—%—equal—aweenedslaeeembepef—eaeh—yeapthe—sem—e#

The employee may opt out of the insurance plans at any time but may not rejoin until the next
annual open enroll ment period. There may be
re-enroll without waiting for the open enrollment period, per the contract with our medical

benefits provider.

WHEREAS, these policies shall take effect with the medical insurance open enrollment period
held in October, 2008 and effective January 1, 2009. These policy changes will be codified into
the Employee Handbook of Personnel Policies and Procedures in September 2008;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Township Committee of the Township of
Bernards that the Health Insurance Policy including subsection Medical Insurance Program and
Opt Out Provision is implemented effective with the open enrollment policy of the SHBP.
