Bernards, that the following report be accepted. 
 
The following is a summary of the major activities of the Bernards Township Environmental Commission (the 
“Bernards EC” or the “Commission”) during 2009. 
 
Mission Statement 
The Bernards Township Environmental Commission is responsible for ensuring that environmental issues in 
Bernards Township are given the right priority in order to protect and preserve natural resources of the town and 
surrounding areas including land, water, air, and bios (flora and fauna). 
 
Goals 
The Commission accomplishes its mission through:  (a) taking proactive stances on local environmental matters, 
and strengthening the local planning process; (b) coordinating rational, balanced reviews of development 
applications for the appropriate township bodies; (c) increasing public awareness and understanding of local and 
regional environmental issues; and, (d) keeping abreast of, and being involved in, environmental issues that affect 
our surrounding areas and communities. 
 
2009 Goals and Accomplishments 
1. As the advisory body to the Planning Board and the Board of Adjustment, the Commission continued to 

provide definitive and balanced comments to the Planning Board and Board of Adjustment regarding 
environmental impacts and issues.  During 2009, the Environmental Commission reviewed 38 Board of           
Adjustment applications, 20 Planning Board applications, and 16 DEP applications. 

 
2. In 2009, EC members participated in Charter Day.  We distributed information on organic lawn care, the 

harmful effect of pesticides, and storm water management.  There was a display of GIS maps from the 
Township’s Natural Resource Inventory.  Also, there was information on the Open Space tracts purchased by 
the Township.  A survey to determine the interest in establishing a community garden was taken. 

 
3. The EC added a link to its website so residents can calculate their carbon footprint. 
 
4. The EC supported the stopping of the use of pesticides and herbicides in the Township.  Through the efforts of 

committee member Joseph Speeney, an enormous amount of information has been added to the EC website, 
and provided to the Board of Education, Aramark, the Board of Health, Fellowship Village, and the Township 
Committee.  The EC supported the establishment of “Pesticide-free  Zones” in the Township. 

 
5. The EC submitted comments to the Planning Board suggesting that the tree ordinance in the Master Plan be 
amended to include “tear down” properties, in addition to new construction. 

 
6. The idea of a Community Garden was discussed.  A survey was taken at Charter Day to determine the level of 

community interest.  However, the idea was dropped from the agenda after none of the interested parties 
wanted to work on the required business plan needed to be presented to the Township Committee. 

 
7. After numerous discussions involving the Quarry, the EC supports extensive testing of all the imported fill and 

groundwater on the site. 
 

8. A member of the Environmental Commission, along with a Planning Board and  Engineering Department 
representative, is a member of the “Tree Protection Committee”.  Site visits were made when residents, with 
properties of 3 acres or more, filed permits to cut down trees on their properties. 

 
Future Accomplishments and Goals  
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The EC plans to continue to educate residents about the harmful effects of pesticides and plans to reach out to 
pre-schools in town and the Basking Ridge Little League.  We will inform them about the advantages of using 
organic lawn care products. 
 
The NRI is in the process of being updated by Tom Fitzsimmons.  The NRI now includes sewer service areas, water 
service areas, parcel shapes as of October 2009, subdivisions, buildings as of 2007, and easements, including 
traffic, utility, drainage, wetlands and stream buffers. 
 
A stewardship program was discussed for the town-owned open space properties.  Members of the EC will 
periodically make site visits to the properties.  A report will be made and will detail any problems noted.  There is 
also the issue of the thousands of conservation easements on private property.  The EC would like these 
homeowners to be further educated about major and minor encroachments in their easements. 
 
The EC would like to see fines established for homeowners who do not comply with the conservation easement 
rules. 
 
As a member of ANJEC, we hope to take advantage of free workshops, especially for new members. 
 
Bert Fonde represented the Environmental Commission on environmental issues before the Planning Board in 
2009. 
 
The Environmental Commission looks forward to continuing our service and expanding our activities in 2010.
