NEW BUSINESS 
Cablevision Franchise Renewal 
Present for the discussion from the Bernards Township Cable TV Task Force were:  Chairman 

Christopher Kyriacou, Vice Chairman Jim Rollo, Attorney Joe Sordillo, Member Bill Draper, 

and Member Brian Schwartz. 

 

Kyriacou gave an overview of the work of the Task Force and pointed out some key areas of 

concerns.   

 
1. PEG channel turned digital as of 9/16/08. Don Viapree stated that everyone was notified and that 
the “deadline” for applying for 1 free digital converter per household expired 12/31/08. If anyone 
wants to receive a converter now, to view the PEG channel, and they did not respond to this offer, 
they would have to pay a monthly fee per box to do so totally approximately $6.00 per box per 
month. I was told when calling the 800 number on the notification postcard that this was ONLY free 
for one year and that a monthly fee would kick in after that. There is no expiration on the postcard. 
It is expressed as an ongoing offer. No deadline is ever mentioned. In the current franchise 
agreement, residents are to be provided free access to 1 PEG channel. In our opinion, they have 
broken that agreement. Mr. Viapree stated that since 9/16/08 is displayed on the postcard, it should 
have been assumed as the expiration date for this offer. However, we presented Mr. Viapree with a 
similar notice regarding the changeover of several channels from analog to digital dated 04/30/09 
with a CLEARLY LABELED expiration of 06/29/09. 

2. Cablevision was provided with a list of 16 BOE/Municipal buildings for the current franchise 
agreement. Currently there are 5 BOE buildings that never received the free cable drop.  

3. Senior discounts are no longer automatic. Each year, seniors who meet the income requirements 
must contact Cablevision in order to get their discount. Also, any deviation from broadcast basic or 
expanded broadcast basic packages automatically remove them from any discount eligibility. When 
asked how many seniors have taken advantage of the discount, Mr.Viapree was unable to provide 
us with an answer. 

4. In the current Cablevision agreement, it states that Cablevision is required to provide residents with 
a local office. At the time of the agreement, Cablevision had an office located in Green Brook. Since 
then, however, it has closed. The closest office for residents currently is Piscataway. We feel that 
Cablevision has broken the agreement of providing a local office. At least, delivery and pick up of 
equipment should be provided to residents free of charge. 

5. The annual reports of Cablevision are not specific to Bernards Township. It is summarized to include 
the information and statistics for all 28 municipalities of the Cablevision- Raritan Valley office. It is 
useless to us and needs to be more specific. 

6. When attending last month’s task force meeting, Mr. Viapree stated that the BBB report in the 
ascertainment report was dated. He stated we needed to check it again because it was up to a B+ at 
least. Well, it is still an F. He states it’s because 3 of 27 complaints are unresolved. In actuality, it is 
because there are 27 complaints, 3 are unresolved, and a considerable amount of time takes place 
resolving the complaints. 

 

Presentation by Cablevision 

Don Viapree, Director of Governmental Affairs at Cablevision addressed the committee. 
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He indicated that Cablevision has made tremendous technological changes and upgraded its 

systems and service since the last franchise renewal process and that they are the very first 

company to introduce the triple play services of digital television services, digital voice services 

and high-speed Internet services with numerous additional advanced features.  The public 

appetite for high definition channels have been met with robust additions to their channel lineup 

with no additional cost for those services or the high definition converter. 

 

He asserted that their professional staff provides service to their customers seven days a week 

except on holidays and that they are responsive to crises as they occur in the Township and in the 

State. He also reported that Cablevision is delivering free WiFi service to their customers and 

their current focus is decidedly tech heavy and trained on innovationðRemote Service-DVR, 

WiFi, wireless voice, PC to TV Media Relayðwhich leads to products ñthat customers 

appreciateò and ñenhance the value of the cable television service.    

 

Viapree indicated that he had recently met with the Cable TV Task Force regarding their 

Ascertainment Report.  He addressed in detail the reference and concerns about the franchise 

renewal process, the new competitive landscape, the surveys and the reports, their performance 

standards and compliance with the State as the Franchising Authority, the Township needs and 

Cablevisionôs future direction.   

 

Viapree challenged the concerns raised by Kyriacou. 

 

Township Committee Discussion of Ascertainment Report & Franchise Renewal  

Carpenter indicated Cablevision is not giving enough back to the township.  He suggested that 

Cablevision consider a fiber institutional network exclusive for use by the Townshipðespecially 

Board of Education facilities.  He indicated the committee would consider a longer term lease in 

exchange for this network. 

 

Spitzer reference the survey sent to township residents by the Cable TV Task Force.   

Pursuant to the Survey results of the Cablevision customers who responded, 35.4% had a 

negative answer with regard to Cablevisionôs service calls, and 25.4% had a negative 

answer with regard to billing issues. 

Viapree was alarmed about the results but cautioned that without the specifics of the respondents 

this could include a wide variety of issues unrelated to billing. 

 

Malay suggested that Cablevision is acting in accordance with the law and doing what they must 

do regarding the franchise; but not doing what they should do in a truly competition situation. 

 

Belardo recapped previous franchise renewal with Cablevision and classified them as frustrating.  

He urged Cablevision to negotiate in good faith and considered the recommendation by Mr. 

Carpenter for a fiber institution network exclusive for use by the township in exchange for a 

longer term lease. 

 

Pavlini reiterated the comments of her colleagues.

Somerset that Chapter 7, ñTraffic,ò Section 16 ñStreet Closingò of the Revised General 

Ordinances of the Township of Bernards is hereby amended: (new text is in bold and double 

underline; deletions are in brackets and [stricken]): 

 

SECTION 7-16. Street Closings 

§ 7-16.1. Purpose. 

The purpose of this Section 7-16 is to set forth procedures by which residents may apply for and 

receive permission to close specified streets during specified hours and dates, in order to 

accommodate block parties or similar community recreational events. As used in this section, 

"resident" means any person who occupies a residence or nonresidential premises in the 

Township.  

 

§ 7-16.2. Applications. 

Any resident of the Township may apply for permission to close one or more streets, or a portion 

of such street or streets, to motor vehicle traffic for the purpose of accommodating a block party 

or similar community recreational event, by submitting a written request to the Township Clerk, 

including the following information:  

a. Name and address of the applicant;  

b. The name of the street or streets proposed to be closed, and the portion to be closed if less 

than the entire length of the street;  

c. The nature of the event for which the street closing is proposed;  

d. The proposed date of the street closing;  

e. The proposed hours of the street closing;  

f. Whether any booths, rides, or other structures or mechanical equipment will be erected for 

use during the event, and if so, their nature;  

g. What provisions are being made for collection and removal of litter generated by the 

event; and  

h. Name and address of the sponsoring person or organization, if any, and whether such 

sponsorship is by or on behalf of a for-profit business entity.  

 

The application may be in the form of a letter.  Applications should be submitted at least 30 days 

in advance, to permit time for adequate review. 

 

§7-16.2.a. Application Fee. 

The application fee for a block party permit is $50. 

 § 7-16.3. Review. 

Upon receipt of an application, the Township Clerk shall refer the application to the Police 

Department for review. The Police Department shall make a written recommendation to the 

Clerk as to whether the application can be approved consistent with public safety, and if so, 

whether any special conditions should be imposed in order to preserve public safety. The Clerk 

shall then forward the application and the Police Department's recommendations to the Mayor 

and the members of the Township Committee.  
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§ 7-16.4. Decision. 

Taking into consideration the recommendations of the Police Department, the Mayor, in 

consultation with the Township Committee, shall grant, with specified conditions, or deny the 

application. The Clerk shall notify the applicant and the Police Department accordingly. The 

decision shall be based upon factors of public safety, public convenience, cost to the public, if 

any, and level of public interest in the proposed event.  

 

§ 7-16.5. Safety Devices. 

Whenever permission for such street closing is granted, the Public Works Department shall erect 

such sawhorses, other barriers, signs, or other safety devices, if any, which in the discretion of 

the Police Department are necessary to preserve public safety and to give notice of the street 

closing. At the end of the period authorized for closing of the street, the Public Works 

Department shall remove all such devices.  

 

§ 7-16.6. Notice to Residents. 

The individual or individuals who sign the written request for permission to close a street shall 

be personally responsible to deliver a written notice of the closing to each resident located along 

the portion of the street to be closed. Such notice shall state the date and hours when the street is 

to be closed, identify the portion of the street which is to be closed, and include the following 

language: "During the hours of the street closing, no motor vehicles may be operated on the 

street, except for an emergency. You may wish to park your vehicle outside the closed area 

before the closing takes effect." Such notices shall either be mailed at least 10 days before the 

closing, or delivered by and at least seven days before the closing. Notices may be left at the 

premises in a place reasonably calculated to enable the occupant to find them, but shall not be 

hung on an exterior doorknob or otherwise left in a place readily visible to passersby.  

 

§ 7-16.7. Insurance. 

If the event for which the closing is sought is to be sponsored by a for-profit business entity, such 

entity shall, at least 10 days prior to the street being closed, furnish to the Township Clerk a 

certificate of insurance showing the Township as a named additional insured, identifying the 

event and its specific date and location, and evidencing general comprehensive liability coverage 

of at least $1,000,000.

It shall be a violation of this Section 7-16 for any person to close a street to traffic without 

having complied with this or another section of the Revised General Ordinances, or for any 

person who is required by this section to give notices to fail to do so in the time and manner

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Somerset County Historic Preservation Grant Program, requires that any application concerning 

leased property must be based on a lease with an unexpired term of at least 20 years; and 

 

WHEREAS, Friends plans on submitting a grant application from the Somerset County Historic 

Preservation Grant Program, which would be in effect after the fifth (5
th

) year of the Lease; and 

 

WHEREAS, Friends requested that the Township agree to an amendment to the original term of 

the Lease for an additional ten (10) years in order to allow Friends to be eligible for the Somerset 

County Historic Preservation Grant Program; and  

 

WHEREAS, the Township has agreed to amend the original term of the Lease for the additional 

10 years so that the original term of the Lease shall be thirty-five (35) years; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Township and Friends have agreed to the terms and conditions of the extension 

of the Lease term, which is set forth in writing in the Amendment to Lease Agreement; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Amendment to Lease Agreement, in the form attached hereto, has been 

reviewed, revised and approved by the Township Attorney; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Township is authorized to enter into the Lease and Amendment to Lease 

Agreement with Friends pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:12-14(c), and N.J.S.A. 40A:12-15(g) & (i); 

and 

 

WHEREAS, the Township Committee of the Township of Bernards has determined that is the 

best interest of the citizens of the Township to extend the original term of the Lease with Friends 

for an additional 10 years as set forth in the Amendment to Lease Agreement. 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED  by the Township Committee of the Township of 

Bernards, in the County of Somerset and State of New Jersey as follows: 

 

1. The Township of Bernards is hereby authorized to enter into a lease with the Friends of the 

Kennedy-Martin-Stelle Farmstead, Inc., for the use of the property identified as Block 185, 

Lot 20.03, consisting of approximately 4.397± acres, and located along King George Road in 

the Township of Bernards, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey, for a term of thirty-five 

(35) years, with an option to extend for an additional twenty-five (25) years, pursuant to the 

terms and conditions of the Amendment to Lease Agreement and the original Lease 

Agreement C1775-1, dated March 29, 2005. 

2. The Mayor and Township Clerk are hereby authorized to execute the Amendment to Lease 

Agreement in the form attached hereto. 

3. The Township Officials and Professionals are hereby authorized to take any and all necessary 

actions required under the Lease Agreement to proceed with the contingencies and conditions 

of the Lease Agreement. 

4. If any word, phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph or section of the Ordinance is for any reason 

held to be unconstitutional, or otherwise invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity of 

the remaining portions of this Ordinance. 

5. This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication according to 

law.
